SAT Calculator Policy

Calculators with CAS (computer algebra system) functionality are not permitted for use on the SAT.
If you choose to bring your own calculator, make sure you’re aware of our updated calculator policy, effective

August 2025.

Calculators cannot have:

Built-in CAS functionality

Apps, menus, or programs that perform symbolic algebra
QWERTY keyboards

Wireless internet capability, Bluetooth, or cellular connectivity
Built-in cameras or audio/video recording
